	ARPANET
	Advanced Research Project Agency Network

	Asynchronous
	The method by which data is transmitted intermittently rather than in a stead stream.  Telephone conversation is usually asynchronous, as both parties can speak whenever they choose

	Domain name
	A name that identifies a specific IP address, often a web site.

	Email
	Electronic Mail

	Host
	A computer that is attached to a network that uses TCP/IP – including the Internet

	Hyperlink
	An object that provides a connection between itself and another document or location within a document or file.  Hyperlinks are used on the World Wide Web to connect different locations.

	Hypermedia
	Hypertext that can link graphics, sound, and video elements as well as text.  Many parts of the World Wide Web support graphical hyperlinks and links to sound and video files. 

	HTTP
	Hypertext Transfer Protocol.  The set of rules that defines how information will be formatted and transferred over the Internet.

	HTML
	Hypertext Markup Language.  The set of tags that defines the structure for documents used on the World Wide Web.

	Interest group
	A group that has a common interest and that communicates in discussion of this interest either in an actual meeting or via the Internet.

	Internet
	A global network of computers.  Nearly every country in the world has computers connected to the Internet.

	Protocol
	A set of rules that have been agreed upon – in the case of the Internet, how data is transmitted between computers.

	Search engine
	A program that searched for documents on the Internet, usually using keywords.

	URL
	Uniform Resource Locator – the “address” of a web site

	WWW
	World Wide Web
